The Saratoga Arts Council contacted Michelle and stated that since we had offered our Concerts Series over the summer of 2021 they were giving us a $3,931.00 grant to cover the cost.  We were initially turned down from the grant, but seeing that we provided the concerts and other organizations who did receive a grant did not provide their programs we were awarded the funds. We received a Amazon Smile donation in the amount of $17.87.  Resolution to change Warrant 9 NYSLR from $290.26 to $235.27 motion made by Marilyn, seconded by Tom.  Resolution to change Warrant 10 Price Chopper from $18.55 to $72.69, motion made by Marilyn, seconded by Dawn.
